Original bidding for UDHEEP-KHTM-ICB-12 “Commissioning of the Steam Turbine Installed in Power Plant № 3 (TETs-3) in the City of Kharkiv” was canceled due to the excessive scope was included into the Bidding documents and is subject to re-bidding. The re-bidding
UDHEEP-KHTM-ICB-12 is organized on the basis of revised qualifications requirements and technical specifications of the Bidding documents with removing from the scope of plant supply, installation and design service of related to excluding items and appropriate provisions.

1. This Invitation for Bids follows the General Procurement Notice (GPN) for this Project that appeared in UN Development Business issue of September 8, 2014.

2. Ukraine has received financing from the World Bank toward the cost of the District Heating Energy Efficiency Project (UDHEEP) and intends to apply part of the proceeds toward payments under the contract UDHEEP-KHTM-ICB-12/R for Commissioning of the Steam Turbine Installed in Power Plant No.3 (TETs-3) in the City of Kharkiv.

3. Public Utility “Kharkivski teplovi merezhi” now invites sealed bids from eligible bidders for the design, supply, installation, testing, pre-commissioning and commissioning of Steam Turbine with Electric Capacity 20 MW in the City of Kharkiv (“the Facility”). Bidding will be conducted through the International Competitive Bidding procedures as specified in the World Bank's Guidelines: Procurement of Goods, Works and Non-Consulting Services under IBRD Loans and IDA Credits& Grants by World Bank Borrowers, dated  January 2011 as revised through July 2014 Corrigenda (“Procurement Guidelines”), and is open to all eligible bidders as defined in the Procurement Guidelines. In addition, please refer to paragraphs 1.6 and 1.7 setting forth the World Bank’s policy on conflict of interest.

4. Qualification requirements for Bidders, including members of joint ventures, subcontractors and manufacturers:


Average Annual Turnover: 
Minimum average annual construction turnover of USD 5.5 million calculated as total certified payments received for contracts in progress and/or completed within the last three (3) years starting 1st of January, 2016.

General Experience:
Experience under design, supply and installation contracts in the role of prime contractor, JV member, sub-contractor, or management contractor for at least the last six (6) years, starting 1st January, 2013.  

Specific Experience:
A minimum number of similar contracts that have been satisfactorily and substantially completed as a prime contractor, joint venture member, management contractor or sub-contractor between 1st January 2013 and application submission deadline: 1 (one) contract of minimum value USD 2 400 000,00 (two million four hundred thousand US dollars) or 2 (two) contracts of minimum value of USD 1 200 000,00 (one million two hundred thousand US dollars) each. The similarity shall be based on the physical size, complexity, methods/technology or other characteristics as described in Section VI, Employer’s Requirements.

For the above or other contracts executed during between 1st January 2013 and application submission deadline, a minimum experience in the following key activities: at least one facility for the construction or reconstruction of CHP and/or Cogeneration Plants, including the commissioning of Equipment for Power Generation with minimal capacity of 20 MW.

Financial resources:
The Bidder must demonstrate access to, or availability of, financial resources such as liquid assets, unencumbered real assets, lines of credit, and other financial means, other than any contractual advance payments to meet: 
(i) the following cash-flow requirement: nine hundred  thousand USD (USD 900 000) over 3 (three) months;
(ii) the overall cash flow requirements for this contract and its current commitments.

Litigation History:
A Bidder shall provide complete information on all the current and past litigations or arbitrations due to the contracts performed or contracts in progress for the last three (3) years starting from January 01, 2016 prior to the deadline for bid submission.

Personnel:
The Bidder must demonstrate that he or his Subcontractors that it will have the personnel for the key positions that meet the following requirements for the following experience criteria specified below:
